Even after Cassie* had escaped an abusive relationship, her ex-partner @/&

had broken into her home. Cassie and her daughter were terrified, not only

for their safety, but for their much-loved dogs, Daisy and Gidget, who had H

already experienced his violence. He had picked up little Daisy and thrown 866 anlmals
her out of a window. Daisy had survived but was hurt and traumatised. 580 people
Calls to RSPCA NSW for help doubled over the last year, during COVID-19 have received help through
lockdowns and isolation, as people found themselves trapped at home with RSPCA programs
their abusers. like this one.

Cassie and her family needed to flee to safety, and they weren’t going to
leave without Daisy and Gidget—but no refuge could take the dogs. Because
of your support, we could welcome Daisy and Gidget into our care whilst PROGRESS
Cassie figured out their living situation.
